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How to Be a Successful Camp Counselor


The following areas of responsibility are important for you to consider before you come to camp, as well as during the week.  Perhaps the most important position held is that of the counselor.  You are in the closest contact with the students on an individual basis, and consequently, have the opportunity to make this week a special time of uplifting fellowship, safe fun, and deeper spiritual growth for each of the campers God has entrusted into your care.  By the same token, a counselor who neglects their responsibility jeopardizes the campers’ safety and well being in every way.  Please strive to be the best you can be!  These five days can impact a child’s life forever, so God bless you as you strive to serve Him through ministering to the students at camp!

SPIRITUAL ISSUES:

· You must have a personal and growing relationship with the Lord.

· Be prepared to give your testimony.

· Be prepared to lead daily small groups with your campers.

· Attend and participate in the worship services.

CONDUCTING SMALL GROUPS:

This year’s small group material comes from Becoming by Student Life Bible study. Becoming examines the transformation that Jesus Christ brought about in the life of the Apostle Paul. Paul was so changed by his encounter with Christ that by the end of his life, this former Pharisee and persecutor of the Church could make the statement, “For me to live is Christ.”  As you work through this study, remember to keep your group focused on Scripture or Scriptural principles
Six Basic Principles

1. Base all teaching on Scripture, not opinion.

2. Involve the campers.

3. Stay on track.

4. Beware of the questions that really cannot be turned into a Scripture dig.

5. Avoid talking over the camper’s heads, preaching, sidetracks, empty curiosity questions and major distractions.  

6. Use Variety

FAMILY ISSUES

One of the most positive aspects of the camp experience is creating a “family feeling” within your small group.  Aim for the following:

· Get to know your students, asking God to give you a genuine love for them and sensitivity to their needs.

· Stay with your group as much as you can.  Sit with them in worship time, at meals, etc.  Some students may not have friends at camp, and they need the security of a “family” unit.  We don’t want any student to feel left out or lonely because they haven’t made any friends yet.

· Hang out with your campers during free time.

BEHAVIOR ISSUES:

Be alert to the attitudes and behavior among the students in your group.  Never allow unkindness to continue if observed.  Set a tone of unity and teamwork, praying together about any problem, frictions, hurts, etc.  Any problems, that continue must be brought to the attention of the Camp Director. 
Send the student to the Director when:

· You have clearly defined the boundaries.

· You have taken away a privilege. Ex. A portion of swim time, free time, etc. 

· When other campers are in harm.

· You’re at your wits end!



How to Handle Homesickness: This will be the first time some of these students will be away from home.  Be sensitive but don’t show piles of sympathy.  In fact, using the motherly approach will often aggravate the problem.  Help to establish a new emotional support by getting the student involved by making him/her feel welcome.  Never allow him/her to get lost in the shuffle.  Know his/her name, accept him/her, and show him/her that you really care by listening and looking into the students eyes.  Give a caring hug around the shoulders.  DON’T USE THE WORD HOME!

How to Handle Challenging Students:  

Four things you should never do:

1. Allow the student to run the room by giving in to their demands so that he can keep the peace.

2. Allow the student to use all your time and emotional energy on him/her.  This doesn’t work because the other “good” students really don’t have a counselor for the week.

3. Allow the student to control you by making you stern, aggravated, or even angry, because the whole cabin group must live with these attitudes.

4. Never physically strike a student. Find out what the problem is.  Define it clearly.

Things you can do when you have a challenging camper:

· Discover the cause of the problem.

· Show the student the Biblical solution.

· Take care of the physical needs of each student. (Sleep, diet, exercise)

· Take care of the emotional needs of each student. (Learn their names; acceptance)

· Encourage self-reliance and accomplishments. (Don’t do for him what he can do for himself)

· For the student who is always doing something wrong, pass over as much as possible. (Choose your battles wisely)

· Always be looking for an opportunity to praise and compliment.

· Be extremely fair when giving out any form of discipline.

· Give directions, rules, or expectations very clearly.

· Be WITH a student, never AGAINST a student!

· Always correct a student privately and not in front of his/her peers.

· Ridicule, sarcasm, and negative jesting are sins that will destroy your relationship and destroy the student’s self-image.  Avoid using them.

· Help the student AVOID being disciplined by guiding him away from conflicts and problems.

How to Prevent Trouble

On the first day, build your team of campers by giving them a pep talk!  Emphasize the following:

1. Being the BEST room this week.

2. Being the NEATEST room.

3. The HARDEST working. (Ex. Scripture memorization, worship participation)

4. Never assume the campers know what is expected.

5. Reinforce the guidelines and camp rules that will be discussed during orientation.  

LIABILITY ISSUES:

Camp is a great experience when it’s a safe and secure environment for everyone.  To minimize liability, keep the following in mind:

· Know where your campers are at all times.  Be alert to any potential problems, including hazards in the room or unwise behavior, which can harm someone.

· Stay in the room after dark.
· Do not allow your students out of the room after “in rooms” time.

· No adult can sleep in the same bed with a student!

· When changing or taking a shower, please be very careful and discrete.

· If a student exposes physical abuse from a home situation, you must report it immediately to the camp director.

MEDICINE PROCEDURES:

· We will have a camp nurse on the premises at all times.   The nurse’s station is located downstairs across from the snack shop.

· No medicine will be stored in the rooms.

· Only the nurse will distribute medicine.  These will be given out at meal times.

STAFF/COUNSELOR PRAYER TIME:

Each morning from 8:45-9:15 as well as Monday and Thursday nights after worship, all staff and counselors will meet in the worship auditorium for prayer time, announcements, and a devotion led by another leader.  Please be on time.  All issues and concerns should be reported to the Camp Director at this time.

Camper Guidelines to Follow



1. Follow the camp schedule faithfully.  Everyone must attend all activities and be ON TIME.
2. Stay with your counselor at all times.  There is no free time without counselor supervision!

3. NO raids on other rooms, sneak-outs, or unsupervised hikes – anyone caught out of their room without permission after “lights out” will be sent home! 

4. The boy’s rooms are off limits to the girls, and the girl’s rooms are off limits to the boys.  Campers will be sent home for violation of this guideline with no questions asked.

5. Always bring your Bible and camp student book to worship and small group time.

6. Cloth yourself modestly.  This means no 2-piece swimsuits, short shirts that ride up to show my belly button or shorts that cause others to stumble, no cheer shorts with writing on the backside.  When wearing a tank top, wear another shirt under the tank top.  All guys will wear their shirts at all times unless swimming or bathing.  Camp staff reserves the right to ask you to change if your clothing is deemed inappropriate.
7. iPod’s, Radios, cell phones, hand-held video games, tape players, etc are not allowed. These items will be taken and given back at the end of the week. No water balloons, shaving cream or other such material are allowed, except for use at scheduled activities.  
8. Campers are not allowed to make phone calls.  See Camp Director, Blake Evans, if you need to make a phone call.

9. All medicine is to be given to the camp nurse upon check-in on Monday.  The nurse will distribute all medicine.  You are responsible to come see the nurse when it is time to take your medicine.  

10. Treat each other, all adults, facilities, and property with respect.

11. No fireworks, firearms, knives, cherry bombs, or nuclear weapons

12. No tobacco, drugs, alcohol

13. Anyone breaking these rules will be sent home at the expense of the parents with no refund of camp money.
Leave it better than you found it!

Afternoon Track Times

What’s my role at camp?

In short, the role of a counselor at camp is to build relationships with students and to help create the best possible atmosphere for God to touch their lives.  Camp counselors work side-by-side with the leadership of the camp, and without question, play a major role in setting the tone for the week.

“THE BEST WEEK EVER!”

One of the joys of working camp is to hear a student say, “This was the best week ever!”  Sure, it may not actually be the best week of their lives, but our goal is to do everything possible to make that happen, especially for unchurched students.  Help us do everything in our power for our students to experience a great week!  Having an awesome, fun-loving attitude will go a long ways in accomplishing this!  

Be an Example

At camp, most of us will spend more time in close contact with our students than at any other time throughout the year.  You can help set the tone for our entire year of ministry with students during this week.  A positive example will make a huge impact on their lives.  Unfortunately, so will a negative one.

Some Areas To Be An Example:

-Praise and Worship times

-Attentive to speakers

-Organized recreation (participation, sportsmanship)

-Following camp guidelines

-Attitude toward camp leadership

-Positive, encouraging attitude toward everyone

Adults Are Cool!

Ok, so most of us gave up this thought years ago.  Better than being cool, though, in the eyes of a student is when a caring adult spends time with them.  Camp gives that opportunity.  Make the most of this extended time you have with students this week!

Remember, you’re in charge!  Don’t be afraid to have students clean up their messes, throw away their trash etc.   Don’t let students trash their rooms because ultimately they will have to pay for any damage they cause.  

Report serious problems to the Camp Director, Blake Evans
We don’t need or want to know about every situation.  However, if a serious problem arises or if a situation comes up that you don’t feel confident dealing with be sure to let Blake handle it for you.  Your Role: Be the good guy!  Our Role: Be the bad guy!  In other words, let us handle the tough stuff for you.









A Good Counselor DOES

· Actively participates in all games and group activities

· Sits among students during programs and meals

· Encourages and builds up students… even those not on their team

· Sets a good example at all times: Obeys rules, attitude, etc…

· Has tons of patience...even when exhausted!!

· Looks for loners and includes them in conversations and activities

· Is a servant to students and other leaders

· Maintains composure

· Is flexible and models this to students

· Is at organized activities and meals on time

· Is at all counselor meetings on time

· Hangs out with students MUCH more than with other counselors

A Good Counselor DOES NOT

· Yell or discipline out of anger

· Participate in gossip or jokes targeted at others

· Get overly competitive during games...shows good sportsmanship

· Set a bad example by treating others poorly

· Get in situations that could be compromising (ex. alone with opposite sex, inappropriate touching etc…)

· Complain in front of students (Seek us out privately to complain)

· Show up late!

· Give in to student peer pressure...knows how to be a leader

Things to Cover in Your First Small Group on Monday Night
· Find out every student’s name

· Go over ways you can earn points

· As a team decide what your objectives for the week will be, i.e. what will set your team apart? What do you as team leaders want to see happen on your team this week?

· Overview the weeks small group bible study theme: Becoming: Finding My Identity in Christ
· What about you tells the world you’re different? That you’re valuable? That you have a purpose?
· Is your identity wrapped up in you? Or in Him? Who are you, really? What makes you . . . you? What defines your identity? What image do you project? What separates you from the 6.7 billion other people on this planet?

· The question is: who you are becoming? More like Him? Or more like the world . . . Who are you becoming?

· The next days schedule
Hints for Leading Small Groups

1. Bring it back to Scripture

2. Don’t dominate the conversation; allow for discussion of topic

3. Make application, make application, make application

4. Stay with the one theme

5. Keep the conversation on track; answer objections or chase rabbits after the group time

Remember that you may have lost or unchurched students in your small group.  Be clear on your words.  Share the gospel!  Be sensitive to difficult topics and conversations.

If you have a student in your small group who accepts Christ during the week, please let the Camp Director know and make sure we have a decision card filled out.  Also, please remind the student that we will be baptizing in the ocean on Friday morning.

· Begin now to build a rapport with the student

· Talk to the parent if there may be any concerns (ie. Medical, physical, spiritual, etc.)

· This may be their first time coming to camp, so let them know that team colors are a big deal and that every one usually wears their team colors during rec time as well as Late Night events. NOTE: colors are not to be worn during any other times.

· Some counselors buy their small groups a bandana, or a colored cloth that they wear on their arms, legs, etc.  This insures that each student at least has some color

Let them know that all money and insurance forms are due Wednesday, June 3rd
· We are not accepting forms and money on Monday morning when we leave.  It needs to be turned in before then.

Tell them about the Woodstock Idol Tryouts on Tuesday at camp
· If they have a talent (singing, instrument, acting, etc.), tell them to bring anything necessary for their performance (music tracks, props, costumes, etc)
