Girls Ministry Associate Director

Job Description

Principle Function:  To assist the High School Pastor in implementing a comprehensive program of discipleship for teenage girls.

Supervisor:  High School Pastor

Hours:  This is a full time position.  It is an associate director position that requires attendance/involvement in all Sunday and Wednesday services/activities and to be involved in weekly outreach.   The weekly hours include 8:00am-5:30pm Mondays through Thursdays and 8:00am-noon on Fridays.

General Responsibilities:  The Girls Director is responsible to oversee all Girls’ Ministry activities and events, especially in the areas of discipleship, counseling, mentoring, and relationship building, and to work alongside and support all other student ministry staff of First Baptist Woodstock. 

1. To work in coordination with the overall goals of the High School ministries.

2. Supervise the planning, coordinating, implementing, and evaluating of the Girl’s Ministry

3. To determine objectives and goals for this ministry in coordination with the High School Pastor and to initiate strategies to fulfill them.

4. To enlist, equip, and evaluate all workers needed for this ministry

5. To provide encouragement and support to girls and their families who are in the hospital or are in a crisis situation.

6. Provide ministry opportunities to help girls identify their gifting, strengths and weaknesses so they can maximize their time and energy for the Kingdom of God.

7. Develop campus relationships with administrators, coaches, staff that will lead to ministry and evangelistic opportunities.

8. To select all materials and curriculums needed for discipling teenage girls

9. To lead girls in leading their friends to Christ

10. To develop a significant ministry to families

11. To assist the high school pastor with growth and training opportunities for female Sunday School leaders

12. To keep current with girls ministry trends by attending personal growth seminars

13. To be a loyal staff member by cooperating and following the leadership of Pastor Johnny

14. To be available to provide support in the planning of all youth activities; including mission trips, summer camps, retreats, Sunday School leadership, and other activities.

Specific Responsibilities:  The Girls Ministry Director is specifically responsible to lead teenage girls to become mature disciples of Christ through Bible study, relationship building, and personal evangelism.

1. To personally conduct a weekly discipleship and mentoring for high school girls.

2. Recruit, equip, and train other females to conduct weekly discipleship and mentoring for senior high girls, including current students.

3. To provide support for female Sunday School leaders and assist and provide materials, counsel, etc as needs arrive.

4. Visit campuses a minimum of twice a week.

5. Make weekly phone, card, email, and off-campus contacts with students every week.

6. Participate in weekly visitation

7. Participate in middle school activities on Sunday night, high school activities on Wednesday night, and alternate between Sunday schools every other week.

8. Plan any special events and outings, in coordination with High school ministry calendars, that meet girls social needs, encourage spiritual growth, or evangelize lost students and provide sufficient adults to supervise/plan these activities

Goal: To develop teenage girls as fully mature disciples of Jesus Christ in both belief and behavior.
