Student Music Pastor

Principle Function:  Responsible for developing and maintaining a comprehensive 

student music program (grades 6-12)

Supervisor: Minister of Education

Hours:  Full-time position requiring attendance/involvement in all Sunday and 

Wednesday programs and in weekly outreach.  Office hours:  8am-5:30pm Monday-

Thursday; 8am-12pm Friday

General Responsibilities:  The student music pastor is responsible for overseeing all 

aspects of the student music program, including leading and developing bands as well as 

student choir.  In addition, he will work alongside and support the middle and high school 

pastors in a comprehensive program of evangelism and discipleship to students.

1. Work in coordination with the overall goals of the Middle/High School ministries.

2. Direct and administrate all of the aspects and activities of the Student Music areas including:  

Worship Bands

Sr. High Choir (Grades 9-12)

Jr. High Choir (Grades 6-8)

3. To determine objectives and goals for this ministry in coordination with the Middle/High School Pastors and to initiate strategies to fulfill them.

4. To enlist, equip, and evaluate all workers needed for this ministry

5. Conduct and plan weekly rehearsals for these organizations, and prepare them for ministry use in services and other outreach opportunities.

6. Communicate, coordinate and plan weekly with the Middle School and High School Pastor’s to encourage participation in all student ministries.  Strive for “one” Student Ministry that includes Discipleship, Evangelism, and Worship.

7. Coordinate with yearly mission projects of the student ministry for students to be involved in aspects of music at mission locations

8. Attend weekly Student Ministry Staff meetings.

9. Work with middle/high school pastors to develop themes, scripts, media, and other elements of Sunday School, Planet Woodstock, and Epicenter.

10. Have a high level of involvement in special events of the Student Ministry, such as summer camp, mission trips, disciple now, retreats and other related ministries.

11. Develop campus relationships with administrators, coaches, staff that will lead to ministry and evangelistic opportunities.

12. Develop significant discipling relationships with both students and parents.

13. Develop and administrate student music budget

Specific Responsibilities:  The Student Music Pastor is specifically responsible to lead 

teenage students to become mature disciples of Jesus Christ, with an emphasis on music.

1. Visit campuses a minimum of twice a week (FCA, First Priority, coaches bible study, etc)

2. Make weekly phone, card, email, and off-campus contacts with students every week.

3. Conduct both band and choir weekly practices.

4. Develop students with the opportunity to lead in worship bands.

5. Coordinate bands for Epicenter and Planet Woodstock

6. Have significant involvement in the development of Sunday and Wednesday night programs.

7. Lead possible Sunday evening student services

8. Involved in weekly visitation

9. Coordinate use of student choir room
