Important Dates:

February – Announce to Leaders about the Summer Camp YouTube challenge

February 28th – Start Summer Camp YouTube challenge

February 28-March 31st – Each class works together to make their own video

March 31st – All videos are submitted to the High School Ministry Staff

April 5-9th – All videos will be uploaded to YouTube. www.youtube.com/woodstockrevolution
April 25th - Announce the Winner of the Summer Camp YouTube Challenge and present the class with $100. The winner teacher will also receive $100!
YouTube Challenge Guidelines:

1. Time Limit: Videos should not exceed 3 minutes (although creativity trumps time limits)

2. Content: All content must promote First Baptist Woodstock High School Ministry Summer Camp 2010 (www.WoodstockSummerCamp.com) and should be clean and reflect a positive image and involvement in our  Summer Camp. We will watch and censor any videos that we deem to be inappropriate.

3. Editing: The groups are required to edit their own YouTube Videos. We will not aid or edit

anything for you. See programs like “iMovie,” or “AVS Video Editor”. They are free and easy to

use.

Remember: This is a YouTube Video, not a professionally edited and directed movie. Make it

good, but don’t be a perfectionist, you will ruin the fun nature of the project.

4. Final Format: You may turn your video in on a Jump Drive or a DVD. Please be sure all

video’s are saved in a Quick Time format or Window’s Movie Maker format so they are easy to

upload. Please call with questions.

5. Completion Date: Your group’s video needs to be turned in on or before March 31st!!!

6. Uploading: We will watch and up-load all YouTube Challenge submissions. Please don’t

upload the video yourself or it will not be eligible for the challenge.

7. YouTube Guidelines: http://www.youtube.com/t/terms Might be a good idea to read this

site. Some music is restricted by YouTube, so if you upload with that music they will delete the

audio. You don’t want that to happen to your video.

8. Visitors in your video: On March 31st  when the game is over we will take all the visitors in

your group and multiply the number of hits you get for bonus points. The more you have in

your video that do not attend our church the better chances to win $100 for you and your class.
How do we win???
